We offer the following youth basketball programs:
Kindergarten- Lil Dribblers and hot shots program: This program will be held on Saturday mornings from 10-10:45
beginning on December 3™ and ending on February 10th. Boys and girls will be introduced to ball handling skills and
shooting through a variety of fun games and activities. There will be no program on December 24" and 31,
Cost of the program is $45 which includes a t shirt a ball, and an award.

Grades 1° and 2™ basketball: will be held on Saturday mornings from 9 to 10 am beginning December 5th and ending
on February 6". Boys and girls will develop their ball handing, shooting, defense, passing and rebounding skills on both
eight and nine foot baskets. They will also be broken into teams in a three on three format emphasizing spacing and ball
and player movement. . There will be no program on December 24™ and 31.Cost of the program is $45 which includes
a t shirt, basketball, and award

Grades 3™ and 4™ basketball: Players will be placed on gender specific teams and develop skills through practices and
games within the South East New Hampshire Recreational Basketball League. All games are scheduled for Saturdays and
towns include Northwood, Barrington, Strafford, Newmarket, and Pittsfield as well as the possibility of some additional
games with other towns. Team practices will begin the week of November 14th. Days and times TBA. The season runs
through February 17th There will be no program on December 24" and 31%. Cost of the program is $60, which includes
a ball.

Grades 5"- 6™ and 7'"- 8" Boys and Girls basketball: Players will be placed on gender specific teams and develop skills
through practices and games within the South East New Hampshire Recreational Basketball League. All games are
scheduled for Saturdays and towns include Northwood, Barrington, Newmarket, Pittsfield, Oyster River, and Strafford,
as well as the possibility of some additional games with other towns. The season runs through February 17". Team
practices will begin the week of November 14™

Cost of the program is $60. There will be no games on December 24" and 31st.
